‘“ - Refrigerator temperatures should read at or below 40 degrees F.
Foods brought in should be stored in an airtight container or bag, and clearly labeled and
dated.
Foods should only be kept 3 days after the date written for best quality, unless there is a visible

_ expiration date listed.

Please also remember to check refrigerators/snack drawers for outdated or visibly spoiled foods. Refrigerators

should be well-maintained and cleaned as needed.

As an organization, we also very much appreciate food-related donations- especially seasonal fruits and vegeta-
bles straight from the garden! Many of our residents have tended gardens and done some canning in the past, so
they appreciate partaking in the harvest. In the past, we have benefited from our extremely generous community,
and would love to accept these donations at any time. If these are donated to be used for all residents, we do
have a policy to ensure that food safety standards are maintained.
Food Items that can be accepted:

Commercially packaged foods
Fresh produce
Baked goods or prepared items that were prepared in a commercial kitchen or bakery
Meat that has been inspected/processed by an entity approved by the local health authority

Food from licensed food establishments
Food Items that unfortunately cannot be accepted:

Home-Prepared Foods (including baked goods, canned goods, prepared at home)
Dented, ripped, broken, or rusted cans/containers

Uninspected meat from game animals

Any perishable foods past their “use by” or expiration dates

Any foods that have been temperature abused or have visible spoiling
